
1. Pre-entry fee for all classes except #42 & #43 will be $10.00.  Pre-
entries will be accepted until Thursday, May, 14, 2009 @ 8:00 
p.m. and MUST be paid in full. 
 

2. Post entry fee will  be $10.00  for entries received after May 14, 
2009. 
 

3. No refunds will be issued except when accompanied by a medical 
or veterinary certificate. 
 

4. The show committee reserves the right to cancel or combine 
classes with fewer than 4 entries. 
 

5. ALL Dogs MUST be leashed at ALL times. 
 

6. Helmets with harnesses and proper footwear must be worn at all 
times while mounted. 
 

7. Place points towards championships as follows: First, 5; Second, 3; 
Third, 2; and Fourth, 1. 
 

8. The Lead Line & Reverse Lead Line class is open to riders of all 
ages. 
 

9. Classes for the Silvercryst Challenge Trophy are open to any 
United States Pony Clubber.  To be judged first on the flat; the top 
six riders then to jump a course of 8 to 10 jumping efforts up to 
2’6”. 

The large Challenge Trophy may be kept by the winner 
for one year and then MUST be passed on to next year's 
winner.  A small replica is the winner’s to keep. 

 
10. The George E. Woodger Handy Hunter Challenge Trophy is an 

open class.  Fences will be set between 2'6" and 3'3" with spreads 
up to 3 1/2'.  

The large trophy may be kept by the winner for one year 
and then MUST be passed on to next year's winner. 

BEGINNER: Classes 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5.  Open to any beginners.  Riders 
not eligible for any other classes. 

ADVANCED  
BEGINNER:   

Classes 6, 7, 8, 9 & 10.  Open to any beginner rider 
that  has just begun to canter.  Cantering will be done  
in groups of no more than 2 riders at a time.  Riders 
may not show in any other classes except Command & 
Pairs. 

SHORT 
STIRRUP: 

Classes 11, 12, 13, 14 & 31.  Ages 12 and under;  may 
not show in any other classes except  Command & 
Pairs. 

MAIDEN: Classes 15, 16, 17 & 32.  Open to riders 18 years of 
age and under who have  never won a blue ribbon in 
equitation in open competition. 

 
JUNIOR: Classes 18, 19, 20, & 33.  Ages 14 and under. 

 
SENIOR: Classes 21, 22, 23 & 38.  Ages 15 - 18. 

 
ADULT: Classes 24, 25, 26 & 36.  Ages 19 and over.
