Creek Farm on left. From I-95 south, exit 70, at end of ramp go straight onto Halls Rd. ¼ mile to 
light, turn right onto 156N, go 2.6 miles to Lord Creek Farm on left. From RT 11, south to Rt. 
82W, go south on 156 for 6 miles to Lord Creek Farm on right.

8) Cross-Country: Elementary - 2’3 time does not count, start is closer to trailer area; Beg. 

Novice - max. fence height 2’7”, Novice - max. fence height 2’11”.  BN & N start is 1 mile along 
dirt drive from parking area. Competitors must ride out to cross-country and back: All courses 
straightforward, varied terrain, open and wooded, spectacular views of Connecticut River.

leashes. Food available on grounds. Divisions divided/combined if entries warrant. Cars can be 
driven to start until Cross-country begins.
